] ODORS--Most odors come from the grey water tanktnet
First place bean bag basalb black water tank. “Stuff” grows on the top insidfiethe tank.
To clean, use Tide powder (not liquid) in the antdbat you
would use for a load of clothes. Fill the tank ath2/3 full
and drive the RV around about 2 hours. Empty ainé tind
refill with clear water at least twice and emptyrittse the
soap out. The odor should be gone.

Music too loud cant heseu TIRES _
When your tires are four years old,

you need to decide if it is time to

replace them. By now tires are

usually cracked. The inside rear

duals are critical.

When you purchase tires, make sure the tires have
been manufactured in the last 30-60 dagsmetime
the tires have been in the store for a long tinteyau
should not purchase them.

Tires need to be clean to allow the

rubber to breathe. This extends their

life. Clean with an SOS pad. Use no

silicone on the tires. If your tires

are wearing well, do not rotate. If

they are wearing, move the two front

tires to the right rear and move the

right rear tires to the front.

To be sure that you have the correct

tire pressure, the rig needs to be

weighed filled with everything you

would take on a trip including you and

your passenger. The weight should be

WHERE'S THE COFFEE for each tire. With those numbers, go

on the internet to the tire

manufacturer web site and you will

find the proper pressure for each

Think we should dance




tire. The pressure shown on the tire
iS not necessarily correct.

FUEL AND GASOLINE—do not leave the RV
filled with gas if you are not going

to use it for over a month. There is
too much water in today’s gas and you
may develop a problem.

If you are planning on using an
additive, read the label carefully.

You may invalidate your warranty. Call
the RV manufacturer and say you are
“THINKING OF “ using a certain
additive. Do not say you are going to
use an additive, because if you use
the additive against their advice,

they may have noted it on your vehicle
information and you may invalidate
your warranty.

When you pull off the freeway do not turn
the engine off for at least 5 minutes GAS
OR DIESEL. The engine needs to cool down
before turning it off. If you engine is

diesel, do not let the engine idle at a

low RPM.

Leveling—When parking you RV at home or
in storage, always put the levelers down.
There is no need to lift the tires from

the ground but they should be lifted

enough to eliminate the side bulge of
having the tires on the ground.

SLIDES—The seals need to be lubricated.

Use a dry silicone lubricant. Read the

can and test on a piece of glass. If the

spray dries clear, it is a dry silicone.

If it is cloudy, do not use.

Dry off the sides of the slides before

pulling in. Otherwise, the scratch coat

could be damaged.

Batteries-- Check the batteries for water

even if the coach is sitting, especially

if you keep it plugged in. House

batteries are charging when you are

plugged in. When you are going down the

road, all the batteries are charging.

To test whether your batteries are good,

feel the sides of the batteries. If one

is warm or hot, it may be a bad battery.

Arm & hammer Soap Scum Remover
General bathroom cleaning, toilet, shower stall, ikchen
sink, just about anything inside the coach.

Sprayway Glass Cleaner
Kitchen sink, mirrors, windows, vinyl flooring.

Dove bar soap

Leather furniture, dashboard. Wet a soft rag, lathe with
soap, and wipe off leather, dry with terry towel. N rising
needed.

Mr clean Magic Eraser
Dampen and wipe off leather, scuff marks on floors,
bathroom fixtures.

Resolve and Spot Shot
Carpeting general cleaning.

Energine Spot Remover
Grease/oil on carpeting Note: difficult to find

Mr Clean
Vinly flooring, ceramic tile floors; do not use
vinegar/water on ceramic, do not seal grout.

Soft Scrub with Bleach, Scotch-Brite Heavy Duty sarb
sponge.

Corian-type and corian countertops, anything whichneeds
scouring, aluminum can marks in refrigerator, white
sinks. Use with Scotch-Brite sponge on countertofgaot to
be used on high gloss Corian in Vectra/Horizon.

Guardsman Furniture Wipes
Wood surfaces, furniture, cabinets.

Simple Green
Vinyl floors strips near ceramic tile.

To clean holding tanks:

Use any powder laundry detergent
(Tide, Cheer, etc.). Do this when
holding tanks are about half full and you
can drive for about two hours before
dumping the tanks. Place about 1 cup of
powder in tanks, divided between the
kitchen sink drain, into toilet, into
bathroom sink and into shower drain.
Run water down each drain to rinse
powder into the holding tanks. Drive,
which allows the powder to form suds
and swish around in the tanks. When
you arrive at your destination, dump the
tanks. Fill both tanks full of fresh water
and dump them again. This should be
done at least twice a year, depending on

motorhome usage.
