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                JANUARY 2009 MEETING MINUTES

Call to Order :  The meeting was called to order at 4:05 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance:  President Tryna Morton led the Pledge 
of Allegiance. 
 
Introduction of Guests:  Denis and Betty LeBrun, Dale and 
Janet Jensen, Virgil and Nettie Moss, Wayne and Shirley 
Smith. 
 
Minutes:  Orin Gilbertson noted that the Gilbertson’s were 
present at the December meeting but not listed among those 
present.  With this correction, the December meeting minutes 
were approved as printed in the Gazette and corrected with 
their name among those present. 
 
Treasurer’s Report.  The Treasurer’s Report was presented 
by Deanna Kodjer.  A new account has been established at 
Washington Mutual and monies are being transferred from the 
old account.  The old account will be closed out soon.  The 
report was filed for audit. 
 
Sunshine Report:  It was announced that former State Club 
President Jim Keeler is recovering from serious heart surgery 
and that Sandy Grimes, wife of former State Club President 
Don Grimes, is also having serious heart related problems. 
Tryna informed us that Norma Miller has been in the hospital 
and now is at home.  Lorraine was asked to send each a card 
with the Chapter wishes for a speedy recovery. 
 
Correspondence: 

a. January 2, 2009 e-mail from Frank Stramler stating 
that he has decided to discontinue his membership. 

b. January 5, 2009 e-mail from Carl Nelson stating that 
he has decided to discontinue his membership in the 
Chapter, State Club and WIT.  

c. Card from Larry and Artice Moore thanking the 
Chapter make them feel welcome at the Christmas 
Outing.   

d. Orin noted that he had received a letter from the WIT 
Office with information for Chapter secretaries.   

 
Old Business: 

a. A copy of the latest Chapter roster was circulated for 
corrections. 



b. Tryna noted that the vests looked “outstanding” and 
that she had received many positive comments from 
other Chapters.  Marge (and Flo) will continue to 
make patches.  It was decided that the cost of a vest 
for each new member would be $20.00 to cover the 
cost of the materials and patches.  It was noted that 
the vests and the shirts are optional items for 
members but are recommended.   

c. David Athy will continue to order the polo shirts 
when needed. 

d. We have a number of the Chapter decals still 
available.  When they are gone we’ll have to make a 
decision on whether to order more (and from what 
source).  This could be a major expense since we no 
longer have the original art work. 

e. Tryna suggested that Kodjer’s consider trading 
months for hosting their outing with Marge 
Morrison.  It was felt that September might be too 
hot for Barstow and Calico and that November might 
be a better choice.  Kodjers’ and Marge will check on 
the possibilities of making this change. 

f. A BIG thank you was extended to Frank and Deanna 
for all the great work they did on organizing, 
coordinating and getting us through cooking and 
serving the excellent breakfast that the Chapter 
served today.  Frank noted that the supplier they 
worked with had donated several items for our use 
which cut down our costs, thus increasing our 
“profit”.  Thanks to all who helped!!!!  A motion was 
made by Frank to write a thank you letter to Maurice 
Lessard (supplier) for his support and generous 
donations and to include $50 with the note.  The 
motion was seconded and passed. 

 
New Business: 

 
a. Deanna sought clarification on fees that are charged 

new members.  It was suggested that the Application 
Form be changed to drop the term “initiation fee” and 
reflect that the cost is their first time dues plus the 
cost of a badge(s).  It was suggested that a line be 
included with a blank to be filled in with the current 
price of badge(s).  With the new badge company, the 
cost of a badge is about $11 each. 

b. Gus has been investigating with the badge/sign 
vendor about getting an oval sign made with the 
Chapter logo in the center and whatever text people 
might want around the logo.  Cost would be about 
$24 for the sign and $6 for the brackets to mount it to 
the ladder.  Several expressed interest.  Those 
interested are to contact the vendor individually. 

c. Tryna announced that the Southwest Regional Rally 
(SWRR) will be held at the Oasis RV Resort, Las 
Vegas, NV April 16-19, 2009.  The next CA State 
Club meeting will be held in Sonora, CA April 23-26, 
2009. 

d. A few extra Chapter of Excellence pins are available. 
e. Clare gave a brief summary of the activities planned 

for the February outing to be held at the Riverside 
County Fair and National Date Festival in Indio.  
Camping will be on pavement and without power, 
water or sewer.  Flyers were distributed to those in 

attendance and will be mailed/e-mailed to those not 
present. 

f. Clare reported that the few white elephant gifts left at 
the Christmas party were donated to Angel View 
Crippled Children’s Foundation.  Also the three 
coffee pots that the Chapter had declared excess were 
accepted by the Activities Office at Sky Valley 
Resort.  They made a $30 donation to the Chapter for 
them. 

g. Tyrna asked if the Chapter should go on another 
“letter writing” campaign trying to get new members.  
It was generally agreed that we should try it for a 
couple of months by sending out the Chapter 
brochure to prospective member names received 
from the WIT office.  Frank was asked to update the 
brochure with the current slate of officers.  Deanna 
will contact the WIT office for a current printout of 
new owners/WIT members within our coverage area.
